Welcome to the First Presbyterian Church Family Camp Pool

We are pleased that you will be joining with the other families and friends that come to use the camp pool during the
swimming season. Please read through the following Guidelines and sign and date at the bottom signifying that you
have read and will follow these and the posted guidelines at the pool.

1. Season passes may be purchased in one of two categories: (A) Church Members - $30.00 for a single pass;
$50.00 for a Family Pass (B) Non-Members - $55.00 for a Single Pass; $100.00 for Family Pass. A family is
defined as: Up to 5 persons living at the same address. An additional $5 per person for member families and
$7.00 per person for Non-Member Families will be assessed for families over 5 members.

2. Season Pass holders are welcome to bring guests with them when they are at the pool. The fee for guests is
$3.50 per person per visit

3. Church members not wishing to purchase a Season Pass are welcome to swim for the price of $3.00 per
person per visit. Non-Members may purchase a daily pass for $4.00 per person.

4. Please sign in with the lifeguard and pay any related fees upon entering the pool area.

5. Children of Season Pass Holders who are 16 years of age or older may swim at the pool without an
accompanying adult and may supervise younger children in their care.

6. Children under the age of 16 must have a supervising adult or young person who is 16 years or older
present and responsible at all times.

7. The Hours of Operation for the pool are daily from 1:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. However, if no one is present
and using the pool at 7:00p.m. the lifeguard will have the option of closing at that time. The
Swimming Season shall run from Memorial Day to at least Labor Day. Depending on weather and other
conditions the season may extend past Labor Day.

Swimming can be an inherently risky activity. While all due diligence will be undertaken in maintaining the safety of
all participants by the lifeguards, you, your family members, and guests are expected to adhere to the following rules
while at the pool.

o Please walk at all times while at the pool and while traveling to and from the shower
rooms.

Please leave all glass containers at home or in your vehicle.

Please make sure all children under the age of 16 are supervised at all times.
Please remain with any guests you bring for the entire duration of your and their stay.
Please follow all directions from the lifeguard.

First Presbyterian Church celebrates the Gift that God has given in the form of the Family Camp. The church is
pleased to have you join in this celebration through the following thoughtful actions.

e Please refrain from using inappropriate and/or vulgar language.

e Please refrain from playing loud and/or inappropriate music.

e Please remember to leave the pool area and the camp as clean as or cleaner than it was when you
arrived.

e Please remember that each person at the pool is a child of God and worthy of respect and care.
